The 
pilot of the new hybrid platform currently running in CR6 was planned to 
go-live in all committee rooms in September/October.  Upgrades in the 
chamber would include installation of new consoles and improvements to 
the Presiding Officers’ dais. 
 

5. In addition, to enhance accessibility to parliamentary proceedings, a 1-
year pilot of live captions on chamber output would soon commence, to be 
run on the accessibility stream.

7. The SPCB noted that the programme, due to be launched in late June, 
was looking excellent, with many MSPs due to participate in events.  The 
Festival would again be a mixture of in-person and on-line events with all 
of them being streamed live.
